Textbooks and Materials: 
The name of the textbook is United States History- Beginnings to 1877.  Students are expected to bring the following materials to class each day: homework or other assigned materials, notebook, textbook, homework planner and a pen, or pencil with eraser.
Planner and Homework Policy:

Students are expected to bring the planner to class and record all assignments. The assignments will be posted on the white board. Being organized is very important!

Homework is a very important part of the Seventh Grade curriculum. Homework provides students with the opportunity to reinforce the academic skills and concepts learned in class. Successful completion of homework can lead to high test scores. Homework will be assigned almost every night. Studying for tests and reading is considered homework and should be taken seriously.

Homework is due in class on the assigned date. Only assignments handed in on time and properly completed will earn full credit. Essays and long-term assignments may be accepted for credit up to one week after the due date. Late penalties may be assigned. Late work will only be accepted up to two days before the close of each five-week marking period. If a student feels that he or she has a special situation, talk to Mr. Braislin. 

Students who miss class for any reason, will be responsible for obtaining missing assignments. If a student is absent two or more days, a parent may request assignments through guidance. 
Tests and Document Based Questions:

Tests will be announced well in advance. They will be given at the end of each unit. Document based questions will be assigned during the units. Quizzes and assigned homework may be given at any time and are not always announced in advance.
Grading Policy:


Progress reports are sent home every five weeks. Report cards are sent home every ten weeks. Grades are calculated with a weighted system. Tests projects and DBQs are weighed more heavily than, quizzes, homework- preparedness and class work.
